Subsequent paragraphs should be justified and use first-line indentation. Biblical quotations and biblical references should be indicated in the main text.
2. FIRST-LEVEL HEADING
Main section headings should be brief and consistently numbered when the structure of the article requires numbering.
2.1. Second-Level Heading
In text divided by subsections, keep paragraph rhythm consistent. Short quotations should be enclosed in quotation marks; longer quotations should be set as block quotations.
“Longer quotations should be clearly separated from the main text; the reference should still appear in a footnote.”
3. CONCLUSION
The conclusion should summarize the results of the argument and indicate the broader significance of the research.
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
